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Project  1: PDA Application (suitable for CS students)

Besides providing office support to users, PDAs are used in a variety of industries such as medical, defence, finance and commercial sectors. Some medical applications include enhancing decision making through up-to-date information on drugs and patient profiles.  In the defence sector, PDAs provide instant access to intelligence for combat and special forces either on land, sea or air where other types of equipment would be either cumbersome or unsuitable. This project involves the following tasks:

1. Perform a literature search on the use/applications  of PDAs in a chosen industry

a. This includes listing all the applications that are developed (or add-on tools for PDAs marketed by software vendors or other vendors);

b. A study on the development tools,  languages and platforms used for PDA application development;

2. Develop a simple PDA application in the chosen sector.

Project 2:  A Requirements Management Tool (Suitable for Software Engineering Students)

Requirements   Engineering is the most important stage of software engineering.  Many software engineering projects fail not because of lack of resources or expertise but rather the requirements of the projects were not managed adequately. There are a number of requirements engineering tools available in the market and many of these are very expensive, costing over $100,000. This project involves the following tasks:

1. Perform a literature review on Requirements Engineering Tools in the market ;

2. Investigate/Study the requirements engineering process;

3. Develop a requirements engineering tool that can be used for  small to medium sized projects.
