The procedures to map your museportal.csse.monash.edu.au file share to a Windows machine in the MUSE Studio lab are outlined in http://museportal.csse.monash.edu.au/documents/.

This allows you to store your personal files in a central place, and also share files with group members via the groupshare directory.

Students are required to use the Task Tracker Service from MUSE Portal to submit

their fortnightly progress reports from 1st May 2004.

A Task Tracker has been created for each team. with 4 release dates as follows:

(Incremental) Release 1 -  26th April 2004, Week 8 sem1 2004

(Incremental) Release 2 – 17th May 2004, Week 11, sem1 2004

(Incremental) Release 3 – 23rd Aug  2004, Week 6, sem2  2004

(Incremental) Release 4 – 6th Sept  2004, Week 8, sem2  2004

As with the previous approach that CSE4002 students would have used up until now, 

it is recommended that each team plan out their phases, tasks (and any subtasks – child tasks), and expected time to be spent.

With the task tracker service, students can enter milestones (use hurdles and add additional milestones if it is deemed necessary) and add task dependencies. 

Students in a team can log time spent on project tasks, subtasks and activities. Time Graphs are created automatically and student can print a report that includes project management details such as time graph, tasks, milestones, project activities, logged time etc.
